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Your mobility device may be considered unsafe if the wheels or other parts
are broken, if the brakes do not hold the wheels securely, or if a power
wheelchair has a dead battery and cannot be moved without considerable
effort by the driver.
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All mobility devices must be in good working condition.

If you require assistance from a personal care attendant to
use RVTD fixed route Buses, that person can ride with you
free of charge.

Guests (friends, relatives, or companions other than your
personal care attendant) pay the same fare as RVTD riders.
